F@ From the Desk of Fr. David
Desde el Escritorio del Padre David
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ABRAHAM, THE FRIEND OF GOD

The Lenten season provides many aspects to reflect upon. The first readings during this season will mention important char-
acters like Abraham, Moses, and Joshua.

Let us say something about who Abraham is. During his life, Abraham exercised acts of faith. We read in the Catechism of
the Catholic Church, “To obey... in faith is to submit freely to the word that has been heard, because its truth is guaranteed
by God.... Abraham is the model of such obedience offered us by Sacred Scripture” (CCC, 144). The works of Abraham
were works of faithfulness living in response to the promises of God not yet realized.

Abram was brought by God from Ur of the Chaldeans to a promised and unknown land. God promised to Abraham that his
descendants will be like the stars in the sky. He and his wife Sarai tried to fulfill this promise from God by their own way.
Thus, Abram fathered Ishmael, through his concubine Hagar, but God's promised was not fulfill through Ishmael. God and
Abram made a covenant, and God changed Abram's name for Abraham "father of a host of nations". Then in his old age,
Abraham and Sarah (Princess) conceived a son who was called Isaac. Years later, God
tested again Abraham. Isaac was Abraham's beloved son, and God asked Abraham to
sacrifice him. Abraham believed in God's promise, and he resolved to offer Isaac in sacri-
fice by faith. The angel of the Lord was sent to Abraham at the very moment of the sacri-
fice in order to prevent him for doing so. Isaac was returned to Abraham. Abraham's de-
scendants will grow and will become a nation. This is a succinct summary of Abraham's

story.

Inspired in Abraham’s faith and faithfulness, the Church prays in the Eucharistic Prayer I
( The Roman Canon), liturgy, “Be pleased to look upon these offerings with a serene and
kindly countenance, and to accept them, as once you were pleased to accept ... the sacri-
fice of Abraham, our father in faith...”

During this Lenten season, as Catholics, we walk in faith like Abraham, not to a promised land, but the great joy of Easter.

ABRAHAM, EL AMIGO DE DIOS

La Cuaresma nos proporciona muchos aspectos para reflexionar. Las primeras lecturas durante este tiempo mencionaran
personajes importantes como Abraham, Moisés y Josué.

Haganos saber quién es Abraham. Durante su vida, Abraham ejerci6 actos de fe. Leemos en el Catecismo de la Iglesia Cato-
lica, "Obedecer ... en fe es someternos libremente a la palabra que se ha escuchado, porque su verdad esta garantizada por
Dios ... Abraham es el modelo de tal obediencia que nos ofrece la Sagrada Escritura" (CCC, 144). Las obras de Abraham
fueron obras de fidelidad en respuesta a las promesas de Dios que aun no se han cumplido.

Abram fue sacado por Dios de Ur de los Caldeos a una tierra prometida y desconocida. Dios le prometio a Abraham que sus
descendientes serian como las estrellas del cielo. El y su esposa Sarai trataron de cumplir esta promesa de Dios a su manera.
Asi, Abram engendro a Ismael, a través de su concubina Agar, pero la promesa de Dios no se cumplié a través de Ismael.
Dios y Abram hicieron un pacto, y Dios cambi6 el nombre de Abram por Abraham "padre de
muchas naciones". Luego, en su vejez, Abraham y Sara (Princesa) concibieron un hijo que se
llam¢ Isaac. Afios después, Dios probo nuevamente a Abraham.

Isaac era el hijo amado de Abraham, y Dios le pidi6 a Abraham que lo sacrificara. Abraham
crey6 en la promesa de Dios y resolvio ofrecer a Isaac en sacrificio por fe. El angel del Sefior

. fue enviado a Abraham en el momento mismo del sacrificio para evitar que lo hiciera. Isaac fue
devuelto a Abraham. Los descendientes de Abraham creceran y se convertirdn en una gran na-
cion. Este es un breve resumen de la historia de Abraham.

La Iglesia, inspirada en la fe y la fidelidad de Abraham, ora en la Plegaria Eucaristica I (El Ca-
non Romano), "Mira con bondad esta ofrenda y acéptala como aceptaste ... el sacrificio de
Abraham, nuestro padre en la fe ... "

+ Durante esta temporada de Cuaresma, como catdlicos caminamos en la fe como Abraham, no a
una tierra prometida, sino a la gran alegria de la Pascua.
