JOSHUA, FAITHFUL FOLLOWER OF GOD

During this Lenten season we have known something about Abraham and Moses. This weekend, we will know some-
thing about Joshua which means Yahweh's Salvation . Joshua was a slave in Egypt and became a leader of Israel under
the supervision of Moses. Joshua is best known as Moses' second in command who takes over and leads the Israelites
into the Promised Land after Moses’ death. He received the spirit of wisdom in order to lead the people into the Prom-
ised Land. I encourage you to read the whole Book of Joshua in order to get more information about his life.

One important aspect in Joshua's life is his faithfulness to God. He was very faithful to the Law before the Israelites
were about to get into the Promised Land, Joshua consecrated the people.

God promised to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob that his descendants would dwell in the land. Moses brought the people
out of Egypt, but It was under Joshua, that God brought the people into the land that He had promised to give to them.
After, the people started a new step in their history. This will link with next Sunday's reflection on the Prophet Isaiah.

This Fourth Sunday of Lent is known as Laetare Sunday, which gets its name from the open-
ing words of today's traditional Introit: Laetare Jerusalem ("Rejoice, Jerusalem"). We are in

the middle of our Lenten pilgrimage. On this Sunday, the Church allows that in the liturgical
environment the use of bright rose instead of somber purple, and putting flowers on the altar.
These external symbols express the joy that we feel in our preparation for Easter.

In our Lenten Journey, Moses and Joshua help us to understand Jesus' ministry and mission.
He has came to takes us out of darkness. He has came to bring us eternal life. May this Lenten
Journey 2019 leads us into a deep appreciation of Easter.

JOSUE, FIEL SEGUIDOR DE DIOS

Este Cuarto Domingo de Cuaresma se conoce como Domingo Laetare, que recibe su nombre de las palabras iniciales
de la Antifona de Entrada: Laetare Jerusalem ("Alégrate Jerusalén").

Hemos llegado a la mitad de nuestra peregrinacion cuaresmal. En este domingo, la Iglesia
permite que en el ambiente litirgico se emplee el color rosa brillante en lugar del morado
y se pongan flores en el altar. Estos signos externos expresan la alegria que sentimos en
nuestra preparacion para la Pascua.
